Some students also seek specializations outside of the department in
affiliated programs such as Women'’s and Gender Studies, Ethnic Studies,
and Environmental Studies.

Description

The department has a strong culture of graduate student mentoring.
Graduate students work with faculty in the classroom and on individual
research projects. Additional research resources include: major data
sets that provide students with opportunities to do independent or
collaborative research; outstanding survey research and statistics
training; excellent computer facilities; strong ties to the Bureau of
Sociological Research (BOSR); and a long history of substantial grant
support from a range of federal research agencies, including NIH, NSF,
NIMH, NIDA. Graduate students also receive formal teacher training
and have opportunities to obtain considerable teaching experience. Our
supportive and cooperative environment helps students to fully develop
as research scholars and educators.

The department promotes a sense of collegiality and community with

a colloquium series (i.e., several research presentations throughout

the academic year). We also strive for a diverse group of faculty and
students. We have earned the national "SWS Seal of Excellence” for
department climate that is welcoming to women and gender scholars,
the Chancellor's Commission on People of Color Department Award of
Excellence, and the Chancellor's Commission on the Status of Women
Award as well, for our outreach and achievement in these arenas. Several
of our faculty members teach courses affiliated with Women's and
Gender Studies and Ethnic Studies.
